Farewell to Ms Haselgrove

Fiona Haselgrove has been the Principal of Yorketown Area School for the past 5 years and
during this time she has been a dedicated and committed leader, placing the needs and
interests of her students as the first priority. Fiona arived from Victor Harbor High School to
Yorketown in January 2016 and set about building a culture of high expectations, challenging
perceptions about what could be achieved and building the capacity of the school community
to deliver on high quality outcomes for all students.

During her time as principal Fiona has sought out opportunities to build partnerships with other
schools, universities and vocational learning providers that has expanded the learning pathways
for students at Yorketown Area School. From initiating (in collaboration with Ardrossan Area
School) the award winning Shark Tank enterprise program, to revitalising industries pathways such
as automotive and individualising senior school subject pathways, Yorketown students now have
a wider choice of subjects than what is offered in many larger schools. This has taken vision and
innovative thinking to challenge the traditional views of teaching and learning and to
encourage both teachers and students to go beyond their comfort zones.

Fiona has worked ftirelessly to ensure that Yorketown students have access to contemporary
evidence based teaching and learning programs. This has included a focus on explicit literacy
and numeracy teaching, students setting their own learning goals and celebrating this learning
through the annual Learning Expo. This focus has seen improved literacy and numeracy results
with the school being recognised for significant NAPLAN improvement.

This innovative thinking has also extended to ensuring that learning spaces support and reflect
contemporary approaches to teaching. Fiona has led the significant refurbishment of the school
and flexible, light filled spaces has tfransformed what was previously dated and tfired classrooms.
Recent landscaping and new signage has also made a positive and welcoming statement to
both the Yorketown Area School community and visitors to the schoal.

With a secondary school background Fiona would often comment that it was important for her
as the Principal to understand teaching and learning from reception to Year 12. She was a visible
leader across all areas of the school and walked the talk by being in classrooms (even teaching
a primary maths class which was completely out of her comfort zone). As the chair of the local
Southern Yorke Partnership she also challenged other principals and leaders on the Southern
Yorke to keep the focus on their collective improvement work, modelling a consistent message
around shared collegiality and being the first fo put up her had to share initiatives and lead the
local delivery of subjects.

Fiona has led with courage, not taking the popular or easy option but always presenting the
compelling narrative for improvement, wiling to have the hard conversations and challenging
both staff and community to strive for and expect the best. When | visit the school what | notice
is the confidence and enthusiasm with which students are able to talk about their learning, their
sense of pride and belonging to the school and community. While the beautiful school entrance
and new primary classrooms are visible reminders of Fiona’s Principalship, as she walks out the
door for the last time as Principal of Yorketown Area Schooal, it will be a culture of continuous
growth, high expectations and belonging that will be her lasting legacy. Fiona, thank you,
farewell and best wishes for your future endeavours.
